Five of these days will be training/professional development days for teachers, and pupils will not attend on these days.  Each school determines when the training days take place.  The schedule allows a further four occasional days for Governors to determine.  It is recommended that Governing Bodies consider allocating occasional days to coincide with faith and cultural festivals where these might otherwise result in children being absent from school.
