Medical Needs & Hospital Education Service (MNHES)
Information about MNHES

Who are MNHES? 
We are a team of teachers, practitioners and support and welfare staff who work within Bradford Local Authority’s Children’s Services
We are based at Owlet Road in Shipley and AGH & BRI
We provide education for those children who are not currently attending school due to medical needs or those children who require specialist learning provisions but are new to area.  
What to expect/what do we do?
· Medical Needs - provide academic and social education for children and young people of statutory school age who cannot attend their on roll school due to temporary medical needs
· Hospital Education - provide academic and social education in AGH & BRI for children and young people that are in patients on the Children’s Wards.

· S19 Provision - provide academic and social education for children and young people who have additional needs and require specialist education provisions and are new to Bradford Local Authority
· Work with families and schools to transition children and young people into appropriate permanent education provisions
· Provide a personalised curriculum and welfare package for every child and young person
How can MNHES be accessed?
· Medical Needs - referrals can be made by schools providing medical information from medical professionals to ensure that every child and young person’s needs are effectively met
· Hospital Education - children and young people admitted to the Children’s Wards at AGH & BRI will be offered education if they are well enough

· S19 Provision - referrals are made through the SEN Service Manager 

What happens after a referral for Medical Needs is made?
The referral will go to panel where a team of professionals will ensure that criteria are met. This will then be allocated to a Team Leader who will set up an Initial Planning Meeting with parents/carers, school, health and any other professional working with the child. The child or young person will be invited for a visit to our provision at Owlet Road.
How do we work with stakeholders?
· Parents/carers, school, health and any other professionals are invited to the Initial Planning Meeting and 6 Weekly Reviews
· MNHES staff will attend EHCP reviews
