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The pupil named above has a unilateral hearing loss i.e. deafness affecting one ear only. The hearing in their other ear is within normal limits.

A pupil with a unilateral hearing loss may:

· have delayed speech/language and communication
· have difficulty picking out the ‘target’ sound from background noise, even in ‘normal’ noise situations in a classroom
· experience tiredness from strain of concentrating and listening for long periods
· feel isolated, show poor self confidence and avoid social situations
A pupil with a unilateral hearing loss should:

· be able to hear all the sounds of speech at the normal level
What you can do:

· make sure all adults in the school know about this pupil
· ensure that they sit in an appropriate position, that is the GOOD ear towards the speaker, or directly in front of the speaker
· get their attention before giving information/instructions etc
· try to ensure that the class are quiet before speaking
What we can do:

· ensure that the pupil and the staff are aware of the implications of a unilateral hearing loss and that they know how to manage this in the school situation.
