Inserting an earmould
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Grasp the earmould between thumb and index finger.





Make sure the canal portion of the earmould is facing the ear canal and insert that first.





Insert the canal part of the earmould into the ear canal. If necessary pull the ear gently backwards and upwards to straighten the ear canal. When this is in place, twist the earmould gently backwards to fit the top of it under the fold above the ear canal. Push the earmould firmly into place.





Now position the hearing aid behind the ear. Ensure that the tubing is not twisted. Ensure that the hearing aid is switched on.
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
