Use k before e, i or y
Use c before a consonant or

a, o and u sounds

Beginning /k/

Use ck after a short vowel Use k with split digraphs

Ending /k/

Use k after a consonant or
vowel team/digraph Use c with 2+ syllable words

Words ending in 'c' add a 'k' before
adding 'ed', e.g panic and panickedTip!
