How to approach risk estimation and management 
The DfE advises that you take the following approach (in this order) to reducing risks in your school:

1. Elimination: if an activity isn't considered essential and has risks attached, stop it 

2. Substitution: replace the activity with one that reduces the risk. Take care not to substitute the activity with one that'll introduce new hazards.

3. Engineering controls: introduce measures that help control or mitigate risk 

4. Administrative controls: identify and implement the procedures to improve safety (for example, by having markings on the floor or signage around school)

5. Having gone through this process, use PPE where the guidance advises it is required

	All pupils will be swabbed for COVID 19 on admittance to the hospital. Staff will only teach pupils who have had a negative result. Pupils can be taught after one negative COVID test result.
Parents that are staying overnight will be tested. The other parent is required to wear adequate PPE and restrict visiting to under an hour.

The hospital will notify staff of any positive cases where a pupil or another member of the hospital staff has been in contact with staff. All staff will then self-isolate and staff who have been in contact with the pupil will be tested. If there is a positive result, all staff will be tested. If there is a negative result, all staff will return to work.
Staff will notify the hospital if they are symptomatic or been in close contact with a positive case. All staff will then self-isolate and that member of staff will be tested. If there is a positive result, the hospital will be notified, all staff will self isolate for 14 days and then be tested. If there is a negative result, all staff will return to work.
All staff at the hospital will be tested twice weekly

	Contact with coronavirus when getting to and from school room

	Everyone will be encouraged to drive, walk or cycle into work, and asked to avoid taking public transport during peak times if possible. Anyone who needs to take public transport will be referred to government guidance.

Everyone must wear a visor/goggles and a surgical mask in the hospital. These must be changed after 4 hours of continuous use.
A supply of spare surgical masks is kept on reception and within the ward and will be kept for anyone who arrives without one or has a covering that’s unsafe to wear.

Staff are expected to wear different clothing during working hours and a staff changing area to change into scrubs or an additional set of their own clothes

	Spreading infection due to touch, sneezes and coughs

	Handwashing facilities will be provided and hand sanitiser will be provided. 

Everyone will:

· Frequently wash their hands with soap and water for 20 seconds and dry thoroughly using NHS guidelines, or use alcohol-based hand sanitiser to cover all parts of their hands

· Clean their hands on arrival, after breaks, if they change rooms, before and after eating, and after sneezing or coughing

· Be encouraged not to touch their mouth, eyes and nose

· Use a tissue or elbow to cough or sneeze, and use bins for tissue waste

All pupils with respiratory illness will not be taught unless they have received a negative test result. Hospital staff will ensure that teaching staff are aware of any cases at the beginning of each day.

	Daily cleaning will take place in the school room. Staff will ensure that equipment brought back from bedside teaching will be sanitised and left to dry in the school room
Pupils will be given their own pens and pencils and this will not be brought back to the school room Returned materials will be either cleansed or isolated for 72hours
All paper brought back from bedside teaching will be placed in a plastic pocket and filed away. This will not be touched for 72 hoursas below.
Therapy equipment, such as play therapy equipment, will be cleaned between each use. If this is not possible or practical, it will be:

· Restricted to one user; or

· Rotated so it can be unused for 48 hours (72 hours for plastics) between use by different individuals

	The 1 member of teaching staff is in a distinct staff bubble. 

All pupils will be taught 1:1 at the bedside and must maintain a distance of 1m+ and 2m from staff where possible. Visors/goggles and masks are compulsory when teaching. Pupils with a negative test result and well enough to leave the ward room may have a 1:1 lesson in the play room which is well ventilated with all used areas cleansed prior and after the session. Staff to maintain PPE – In accordance with NHS guideline. Pupil to wear a mask if able.
Where pupils are old enough and capable enough, they will be taught and reminded to maintain their distance and not touch staff or peers. 

Lessons involving drama, singing, chanting, shouting or playing instruments (particularly wind or brass instruments) will not take place
