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Aligning requests for EHC Needs Assessments and EYRP assessment placements
The following details a range of scenarios for requesting an EYRP placement and how the request is aligned to a request for an EHC Needs Assessment. 
It is intended to reduce duplication of documentation and make clear which process is followed in different situations. The process is underpinned by normal good communication between services.
Decision Pathways: 
Scenario 1
An EHC Needs Assessment and an EYRP assessment placement are requested at the same time
1. Full details are completed on the portal for the EHC Needs Assessment request by the provider and advisory service
2. The following EYRP documents are completed by the SEND advisory service and attached: 
· EYRP short form
· Risk assessment
3. The SENDIAT CWO for EYRP is notified by email of the submission
4. The SENDIAT CWO: 
· submits the EYRP request to the EHC Resource Panel for decision
5. The EHC Needs Assessment request: 
· proceeds through the usual decision-making process

Scenario 2
An EYRP assessment placement is requested after an EHC Needs Assessment request has already been made
1. The following documents are completed by the SEND advisory service: 
· EYRP short form
· Risk assessment
2. Documents are emailed to the SENDIAT CWO for EYRP
3. The SENDIAT CWO: 
· collates available information from the EHC Needs Assessment request
· submits the EYRP request to the EHC Resource Panel

Scenario 3
An EYRP assessment placement is requested before an EHC Needs Assessment request is made
1. The EYRP full form is completed by the SEND advisory service
2. All supporting documentation is included, including: 
· Risk assessment
· Evidence of need
3. Documentation is emailed to the SENDIAT CWO for EYRP
4. The SENDIAT CWO submits the request to the EHC Resource Panel

Scenario 4
An EHC Needs Assessment is requested for a child already in an EYRP assessment placement
1. The EYRP setting: 
· attaches the original EYRP request documentation
2. This documentation forms part of the: 
· EHC Needs Assessment submission
3. Any additional evidence is included in the usual way

Scenario 5
An EYRP placement is requested for a child who already has an EHC Plan
1. A request is made to the EHC Resource Panel for: 
· a specialist placement to be named in Section I of the EHC Plan
2. A risk assessment: 
· is not required specifically for EYRP assessment considerations
· may still be included as part of normally submitted documentation
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
