Actions to consider when supporting reintegration/transition into School after the Coronavirus outbreak.
	Actions to consider:

· School to produce a visual booklet of changes and why they are in place: emphasise safety

· Virtual videos of what school looks like now

· Identified communication methods for child/family

· Identified key adult to liaise with the family to ensure consistency

· Talk to the family about the current situation they are in: happy to stay at home? Wanting to come in? Key information. Send out a questionnaire/survey to glean parent/carer/pupil views.

· Video of walking through the new procedures in school: what is it like?

· Parent/carer understands organisation implications for home regarding practical equipment, uniform, timetable etc.

· Uniform issues and changing clothes. Many children/young people have been able to wear comfortable clothing at home. Changing back to uniform and the sensory aspects may be challenging.

· Managing anxiety around getting COVID: how do they stay safe? What are you doing to manage wellbeing? Mental health? Some children/young people, parents/carers and staff will have very real experiences and anxiety in respect of COVID and returning to school

· Clarity around routine, structure, predictability

· Key questions that you may be asked:

· Social clarity: will I see my friends? How do I socialise now? What if my bubble does not include my friends?

· Lunchtime/play time how does it work? Arrangements for food.

· What if my child cannot socially distance?

· What if my child has additional needs and needs chewy? How will you help them keep safe? 

· Will my 1:1 be wearing PPE? Is my key adult the same (they may be shielding/vulnerable)? Is it the same teacher? Classroom space? Timing: when do I go to school?

· Curriculum: what will it look like? 

· Homework: is it still being done or is it home working with live lessons?

· What will my week look like? When I am not in school? What are the expectations?

· EHCP: school communicate clearly what provision is now possible on the plan.

· Make the information as visual and clear as possible through social stories for individual, comic strips etc. Ensure this approach is taken with parent/carers so that all information is easy to assimilate.
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
