Key issues in supporting reintegration/transition into School after the Coronavirus outbreak.
	Key issues/approaches:

· Reconnecting with school, staff and peers

· Restabilising a sense of belonging

· Preparation for environmental changes

· Managing anxiety around safety particularly with reference to COVID

· Predictability, routines, security

· Children wanting a different experience. They have had freedom and autonomy and may have experienced a more positive educational experience in the virtual world. Coming back to class may create anxiety due to the social interaction that it necessitates.

· Creating a safe space first by focusing on a Recovery Curriculum.  Schools may use the Recovery curriculum first to ensure reconnection with school, giving time to have a sense of belonging in the new setting and getting familiar with new routines and people.

· Consideration to bereavement and loss around COVID that some staff and students may have experienced.
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
