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Some of the adults might wear masks, gloves, aprons or goggles.

They might look a bit funny!
Masks, gloves, aprons and goggles make it is less likely that we will catch the virus.

I must wash my hands carefully in school/nursery. My teacher will show me how. 
I might need to use hand gel. I will rub a small amount all over my hands. It feels very cold on my skin. 

I might have a different teacher for a while because some of the teachers have to stay at home to keep safe, just for now.
