Footnotes:

1. The parent must be immediately notified of exclusion, ideally by telephone followed up by a letter within one school day.  

2. Where the pupil resides outside the Bradford Metropolitan District the home LEA must also be notified.  

3. Where a pupil’s exclusion would result in him/her losing an opportunity to take a public examination the Headteacher must notify the parents as usual, and also inform Bradford Exclusions Team, and The Governing Body of the exclusion.  The normal time limits do not apply and the Committee must try and meet before the public examination.  If it is not practicable for the Committee to meet, the Chair of the Committee can make a decision on the exclusion.

4. Reintegration after a suspension – where necessary, schools should work with relevant staff and multi-agency organisations, such as teachers, pastoral staff, mentors, social workers, educational psychologists or the safer schools team, to identify if the pupil has any SEND and/or health needs.
