SEAL Assessment Guidance
Assessing children’s progress

The following information is taken directly from the SEAL Guidance booklet. (Page 36)
There are no formal arrangements for assessing individual children’s progress in developing social, emotional and behavioural skills included with this resource. Within each theme overview, however, there are descriptions for each age group of what children will know, understand and be able to do following the successful completion of work on the theme. For children in the early years these will contribute to assessments of progress towards the personal, social and emotional Early Learning Goals within the Foundation Stage Profile. For children in KS1 and 2, they will contribute to judgements teachers make about children’s progress within PSHCE and Citizenship, using the end of key stage summative statements available from the QCA website (www.qca.org.uk/pshe).
Teachers are encouraged to share clear intended learning outcomes and devise, with children, success criteria to test if these have been met at the beginning and plenary of each session. The assessment and monitoring of children’s learning is therefore continuous and formative. In this way children know that they are making progress in developing important skills. They and others learn to value and celebrate their achievements in this as well as more academic areas of work.
Clearly, where a child is having significant difficulty in making progress in their social and emotional learning, despite an appropriate environment and learning opportunities, the school or setting’s usual arrangements for identifying concerns would be used.

Assessment grids

The enclosed grids have been designed to be used to monitor the progress of classes throughout the school and to enable Teachers to identify pupils who would benefit from SEAL small group work. 
This system has been designed so that the class teacher has very little extra work. (It should take about 1 minute at the end of every lesson)
This is meant to be a simple way of using Assessment for Learning and could be used as follows:

· The lesson objectives are shared with the children at the beginning of the lesson, along with the success criteria (these will need to be put into ‘child speak’ in many cases.)
· During the plenary at the end of the week/lesson, the teacher ascertains in the usual way (thumbs up/ traffic lights etc.)  whether or not the children believe that they have met the success criteria.

· On the basis of this, the teacher highlights the ‘I can’ statements for the lesson, using a traffic light system.
· The children who do not meet the success criteria could be targeted for Small Group Activity work.

· There will be 7 sheets each year (one for each theme). These could be passed to the next teacher at the end of the academic year along with other records. The new teacher, at a glance, could identify children who have difficulties in certain areas of the SEAL curriculum.

· If some ‘I can statements’ have been highlighted in red, the new teacher will be aware of the areas that need further work.
In addition, the assessments could be used when the teacher is writing individual reports. Several of the statements could be used in the PSHCE part of the child’s report.
Similarly, it might be easier to see which of the end of Key Stage statements for PSHCE have been met if these assessments have been carried out.
