	Literacy Objectives

	Text: Faisal by Tony Langham, which you will find in the Blue book for New Beginnings. 

Before reading this poem, children should be encouraged to think about things that they can do well and things that they find difficult. Allow the children time to explore the fact that we are all different and everybody has something special to offer. After the reading of the poem, they could use the structure to create a new line or verse to include some of the things they have discussed about what makes everyone unique and special.

	Text: Katie Morag and the Tiresome Ted by Mairi Hedderwick (Red Fox) ISBN 0099118815. 

Katie Morag’s nose has been put out of joint by the arrival of a new baby. In a temper she throws her own teddy into the sea. It takes a stay at Gran’s and the discovery of teddy among the seaweed to get Katie Morag back on keel. 

Children could use this text as a good starting point for discussions about how they feel/have felt when a new baby arrives in their family. Could children who have been through a difficult period of adjustment offer ‘advice’ to others? Maybe they could create a list of the positives that arise from having a new brother or sister? 

Were there any things that their parents or carers did to support them, such as buying a little present for them from their new brother or sister, allowing them to help choose things for the baby’s bedroom, or permitting them to move into a ‘big’ bedroom?

	See exemplar lesson on Grandpa Chatterji. This book tells the story of Neetu and her little brother Sanjay who have two grandpas, Dad’s dad Grandpa Leicester, and Mum’s dad, Grandpa Chatterji, who lives in India and comes to visit them. The story enables children to explore a range of feelings linked to new beginnings and endings, to understand the reasons for differences and similarities between people, and to understand the importance of welcoming a new member into the community.

	Text: The Angel of Nitshill Road by Anne Fine (Egmont Books) ISBN 1405201843. 

The text is also available as a playscript. 
Children can discuss how a new person joining an existing class may have a different perspective on people and events, and may consequently encourage people to see others in a new light, and to change their behaviour and responses. 

The teacher could select key moments from the story and analyse how the author brings the main characters to life. At the end of the story, the teacher could encourage the children to identify the different ways in which Celeste supports Penny, Mark and Marigold.

	Having worked on the Dream school challenge, children prepare notes on what they would include in their own dream school. Individually or in pairs, they create a leaflet describing this school and its features. Children can use ICT to present this 

in the style and layout of a newspaper or magazine article – for example, as an interview with the school’s architect.

	Texts: Goodnight Mr Tom by Michelle Magorian (Penguin) ISBN 0141301449; 

Journey to the River Sea by Eva Ibbotson (Macmillan) ISBN 0333947401
Both these novels deal with the experience of a child removed from their surroundings to start a new life with unfamiliar people in an unknown place. If these books are being used to read aloud to the class, there are many points in each story where the teacher could encourage the children to empathise with the central character (How would you have felt if this had happened to you?) and to discuss how the author creates feelings of empathy. 

Goodnight Mr Tom is an account of an evacuee during World War II, and would link well with any history work on this topic. 

Either of these novels would be suitable to use in the literacy units of work, Year 5 Term 1 Narrative structure, or Year 6 Term 1 Biography/autobiography. 

Books covering the experiences of contemporary refugees include Refugee Boy by Benjamin Zephaniah (Bloomsbury) ISBN 0747550867 and the 

I Come From … (Bosnia, Vietnam, Palestine, etc.) series of non-fiction books, published by Franklin Watts.
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
