If you haven’t already heard of us we are a sexual health charity based in Yorkshire and The BLAST Project is the UKs only service supporting solely boys and young men who are, or are at risk of, sexual exploitation. We have worked on several projects since the project began in 2003 and with that success we have recently been awarded some funding from the Department for Education to develop and produce a resource to roll out nationally aimed at primary aged girls and boys in years 5 and 6.
