About Us: 

We are a diverse, three form entry primary school based in the centre of Bradford. Our students are from various backgrounds with the majority of children beginning school with English as an Additional Language.  We often welcome children arriving from various countries including different Eastern European Countries, Somalia and Afghanistan. We have developed a successful, clear welcome procedure to ensure each family is fully supported upon arrival and to make the transition to a new school as positive an experience as possible.

Following on from the introduction to school we engage the children with a creative, supportive curriculum which is provided through intervention sessions with our Language Support Unit and supported within the classroom environment. Our children often make accelerated progress which we monitor carefully.

The children are assessed within the unit upon arrival and targets set. The children then follow a programme which is assessed at the end of each half term to monitor progress.

Zakia and Yasmin are our first points of contact for new arrivals. They work closely with each new family and ensure all the relevant paperwork is completed and the class teachers and the Language Support Unit are ready for the child upon entry.
