Dear Parent,

We recently received a request for an Educational Health and Care Needs Assessment for your son / daughter.
The Local Authority is currently  piloting a way forward whereby funding is available to schools sooner  to manage children with SEND at School Support level through a process called My Support Plan. 
Agreeing a My Support Plan  will result  in the production of a clear plan of what needs to happen to improve outcomes for your son / daughter and will allow school to access additional funding in order to put  in place additional provision.
Please discuss this option with school based staff and if you would like to be part of the MSP pilot, the SENCo  will need to complete and return the relevant paperwork. 

Funding will be allocated for 20 weeks and  the My Support Plan will then be reviewed towards the end of the period, to monitor progress against the agreed outcomes and decide next steps. At this point a decision will be made as to whether  to request a continuation of the funded MSP (maximum 2 cycles), to request an EHCA  or to revert back to school funded provision.
