Bradford Libraries are delighted that we can offer schools four performances with professional storyteller and actor John Kirk. He will be performing “The Last Try” by Tom Palmer. The performance is based on the true story of Jack Harrison, a young rugby player, who scored 52 tries for Hull FC during 1914 – 1915. Jack decided to give up his position as a teacher to join the army. He was awarded the Victoria Cross for bravery during WW1 after he entered into No Man’s Land to disable a German machine gun. John Kirk has previously performed Michael Morpurgo’s “Private Peaceful” and Terry Deary’s “The War Game” to schools throughout the UK with excellent reviews.  At the end of the performance there will an opportunity to ask questions.
Also as part of the session there will be an opportunity for every child to have a “hands on” rag rug making session with West Yorkshire Ruggers. The library reading rug has been designed by Bradford school children via our Poppies Competition and demonstrates traditional skills from the time of WW1 while creating a legacy from the children of Bradford to commemorate the start of WW1. To date approx 800 school children/teachers/parents have contributed. The finished rug will be a lasting remembrance to those who gave their lives during WW1 and will be used at Bradford Libraries for storytelling.
