	Create a class chart of names (both forenames and surnames) and look up their meanings.  Explore the religious significance of names, where appropriate.

	2. Reflect on the belief that each person is special and unique (AT2)
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	a)
Reflect on what is special about me


	Pupils keep a private portfolio of ‘special things’ and thoughts about themselves; talk about special people in their lives.

	b)
Know that we all have private thoughts and feelings
	Use a Russian doll to talk about the ways in which we all have inner thoughts and feelings (AT2, S4, L1).  Add to pictures of the dolls words or symbols that summarise thoughts and feelings.

Reflect on their sense of self
	Use ‘stilling’ to enable pupils to reflect on themselves and the value of being quiet; do a self-portrait using a variety of materials.  Use circle time to explore what pupils like, dislike, enjoy, fear, remember, look forward to.

Reflect on how this should affect our behaviour and 
attitudes to others
	Use a story to explore a situation and feelings with the children
	


	3. Know that we all belong to different groups (AT1)
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	a)
Know the variety of groups to which they belong


	Pupils could create a simple graph in which they show where they belong: family; school class; local area; religious groups; sport and leisure groups; organisations.  Pupils talk about the graph.

	b)
Know that religion and cultural heritage are important in 
people’s lives
	Invite a parent in to talk to pupils and answer previously prepared questions about how their religion and culture influences their lives and behaviour.

Know that some stories are special to some children
	Use ‘A Gift to the Child’ materials to share special stories.  Ask pupils and/or parents for stories to share (See Shared Stories, Shared Values).

Know that in some children’s homes there is evidence of 
religious practice
	In small groups, look at photographs of homes with shrines, calligraphy, scriptures etc.  Pupils can identify, talk about, ask questions about sacred objects (AT1, S2, L1/2).  Invite all children to bring something special from home, including non-religious items.

Know that different families/communities have different 
food laws and customs
	Pupils/teachers can bring food from home to share, or packaging to display, showing favourite and special foods; pupils can research key words: halal; kosher; vegetarian; explore pupils’ likes and dislikes in food.  Draw on a paper plate the food they can and like to eat.
