Cover – cover the word, do not look at the word,  think of the word in your mind thinking about the sounds and parts.

Write – write down the word from what you can remember.

Check – check it and see if it is correct.

Strategies to think about:

Phonics and splitting up the syllables-  Break the word up into its syllables. A syllable is the sound of a vowel in the word (A,E,I,O,U,) 
 Say it out loud, write each syllable differently, study the syllables and see which bits include the tricky parts.
