Description 
 
Session 1 - Physical & Sensory 
This is where children present with sensory differences not a sensory impairment and following these sessions 
participants will: 

• develop an understanding of typical physical and sensory development and how this may differ for 
children with SEND 

• know about a range of tools to assess fine motor development and sensory responses. 
 
Session 2 - Social, Emotional & Mental Health 
Following these sessions participants will: 

• develop an understanding of social and emotional development, including emotional regulation, and how 
this may differ for children with SEND 

• know about a range of tools to assess emotional regulation. 

 
Session 3 - Communication & Interaction 
Following these sessions participants will: 

• develop an understanding of typical communication development and how this may differ for children 
with SEND 

• know about a range of tools to assess communication and interaction skills 

 

Session 4 - Cognition & Learning 
Following these sessions participants will: 

• develop an understanding of typical play and thinking skills development and how this may differ for 
children with SEND 

• know about a range of tools to assess play and thinking skills.
