National PSHE Accreditation CPD Programme – Expression of Interest

The Department for Education (DfE) and the Department of Health have identified that high quality PSHE can benefit children enormously to make safe and informed choices.  Ofsted clearly recognise the important contribution that high quality PSHE makes to the overall effectiveness of schools through Spiritual, Moral, Social and Cultural development of pupils across and beyond the curriculum.  We would therefore like to offer this professional development opportunity to teachers and other professionals delivering personal, social and health education (PSHE) in school.

A national intention to improve teaching and learning including PSHE requires trained, accredited teachers and other professionals to deliver PSHE in school.  The PSHE Association have emphasised that ’high quality PSHE should be taught by trained, confident and competent teachers as an entitlement for all pupils in our schools’. Over 10,000 teachers, nurses and other professionals have successfully achieved the National PSHE Continuing Professional Development (CPD) programme and gained recognition of their experience in teaching Personal, Social, Health and Economic education including Sex and Relationships Education and Drugs Education.  We are able to offer places to another group of teachers to participate in phase twelve, starting 16 September 2014 and teachers from all phases of schools are eligible.
Additionally we are also offering the PSHE CPD Programme for other professionals (e.g. Learning Mentors, HLTAs, Support Assistants, Community Nurses, Youth Workers and any other professionals delivering PSHE in schools and any other settings). Last year saw support assistants from local primary schools successfully complete the programme.  They have commented on how it has helped improve their confidence in the classroom situation.

Over a nine month period participants will undertake a comprehensive modular programme at levels 4, 5 and 6 (HE1, 2 and 3) and accredited at 30 credits through the University of Roehampton. Participants will also have access to the University’s extranet site (Moodle)
What is PSHE accreditation all about?

This programme of CPD has been developed to improve effectiveness and raise the profile of PSHE.  Participants will receive training enabling them to enhance their skills and increase their confidence in delivering this extremely important curriculum area, including sex and relationships education, drugs education and emotional health and wellbeing.  Teaching skills in PSHE are obviously transferable to all curriculum areas.
The standards for accreditation fall into two areas:
PSHE ‘A’ Standards:   refer to the context and the core skills of teaching and managing children and young people’s learning in PSHE.

PSHE ‘B’ Specialism: relates to the acquisition of knowledge and understanding and their application in the teaching of sex and relationships education, drugs education and emotional health and wellbeing, economic wellbeing and financial capability and staying safe.

This is a valuable opportunity to develop knowledge, understanding and teaching and learning skills in the delivery of PSHE in your school.

Last year twelve participants achieved the accreditation and we look forward to working with a new group of PSHE colleagues from your school and across the district.
