Home school communication
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Why is home school communication so valuable?
· Home school communication is important because it can be used to support the student’s planner. It aids generalisation of skills and knowledge and reduces barriers to learning.

How to use
· Individual schools develop their own systems of communication with parents and these can look different from school to school but all systems should be discreet, age appropriate, acceptable to the individual student and recognised and used by all staff.
· Examples of home school communication include:

Homework and revision

· Emails sent home to student detailing homework

· Emails sent home to parent detailing homework

· Course work outline, breakdown and deadlines emailed/sent home

· Homework/revision schedule drawn up in agreement with parents and student

· Transferable systems used between home and school, for example, colour coding,

· Text reminders of due dates for course work

Progress and target setting

· Regular communication with home using preferred method

· Target setting meetings with student where appropriate

· Interim reviews to assess progress made  
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
