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Key Data provides an important starting point when looking at a school’s data as it includes, where available, Bradford and National averages for comparative purposes. To assist with comparison, relevant data is colour coded. 
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Standard Reports 

Most users will want to see a range of similar reports. You can generate these, or a group of them, through one button.  In addition you can create and save your own reports using Deeper Data (please see below). How to do this is explained on-screen. Saved reports are listed above the Standard Reports. 

Deeper Data

[image: image8.wmf]Deeper Data allows you to analyse end of Key Stage data to explore and compare against other schools outcomes for the whole school or vulnerable groups. (In development is the capacity to support LAPs with the analysis of assessment data).
How to use Deeper Data 
Use the ribbon to filter for the pupil group required. A wide range of filters are available including ethnicity, SEN, attendance, time with school and so on. Select the report required and click GO. 
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There are options to select Transition Matrices & Levels of Progress reports. You can compare your school against other Bradford schools in your LAP or Benchmarking group. The system is phase sensitive.
You can save your reports for future reference and use by others.
The Termly Data Club
The Club is an optional service for primary schools. Schools submit the termly teacher assessment data which you can analyse through specialist tools as well as Deeper Data.




The Data Dashboard 
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A range of reports and lists are produced to help schools and officers, such as comparisons across all Bradford Schools,  LA level results and comparisons against its Statistical Neighbours. 

These have been brought together through The Dashboard. The Dashboard has two main sections: The first section gives access to the library of end of Key Stage results analyses. These include headline data over recent years (a useful compendium when carrying out self-assessments etc.), results analysis at LA, school and Statistical Neighbour level, targets etc.  
The second section is a collection of helpful resource files and links that may help when constructing your own analyses. These are linked to live data sources and therefore the data changes over time.

As reports become available they are added to the Dashboard, the earlier version is deleted so only the most recent data is displayed.

Some reports (mainly those in a spreadsheet format) carry data for multiple years and therefore the Dashboard will have several links to the same document. Please check the tabbing at the bottom of the spreadsheet to ensure you have the correct year.
