2. For writing sentences: students can write the topic of the

4. Writing short essays: students write what information goes in the topic paragraph in the
middle box and then list details to include in supporting paragraphs in the squares.

5. It can be done collaboratively or individually.

6. Post it notes could work well if you need to move the order around.
