	1. Listen to the story – The Very Hungry Caterpillar (abridged board book version with finger puppet)

a. Ask the pupil to ‘show me a…’
b. Encourage pupil to name the animals, food, fruit.

c. Ask blank level 1 and 2 questions linked to the book.

	2. Listen to the story – The Very Hungry Caterpillar (full story) with felt story sack resources to support.

a. Ask the pupil to ‘show me a…’
b. Encourage pupil to name the animals, food, fruit.

c. Ask blank level 1 and 2 questions linked to the book.
d. Pause to allow the pupil to complete a phrase from the story.

Encourage the pupil to join in telling the story or repeating repetitions / familiar parts of the story as they become more familiar with it.

	3. Threading laminated pictures of food onto a pipe cleaner caterpillar.  In a random order initially, develop to copying a repeated patters and then in the sequence of the story.

e. Find the number to match a quantity of fruit / food.

f. Play a simple board game rolling a dice (with numbers 1-5 only and moving around the given number of spaces.
