Peel’s on Wheels Cycling Event

 Briefing note for Schools 

On Sunday 22nd June 2014 in Peel Park between 11am – 4pm. a cycling event will take place, organised by CBMDC Neighbourhood Services, Bradford East. The aims are;
a) To make better use of public open space and provide young people with a safe environment to develop their cycling skills in preparation for road cycling.

b) To celebrate the arrival of the Tour de France Grand Depart in to the district on 5th & 6th July 2014. 
Local schools are particularly welcome to get involved with this initiative, for example perhaps you can embrace the International status of the event and encourage pupils to make French coloured bunting for stalls, French themed posters / banners or French flags to put up around the park, push bike decorations or any other ideas you may wish to develop as well as take part in the cycling related activities.

 

The event will include;
BMX taster sessions – extreme cycling activity on mountain bike around a fixed racing course. Suitable for young and able bodied people. 

Computerised roller sitting event – Fixed activity that will electronically record speed & endurance. Suitable for most ages and abilities.   

Treasure Hunt – around park. Can be done either on bike or on foot suitable for all ages and abilities.
Guided Skyride – guided by trained cycle leaders can take visitors on a leisurely tour around the park within a designated cycling route. Suitable for all ages and abilities.
Free Bike Loan – Up to 50 bikes of various sizes will be loaned out to enable visitors to participate in activities. Suitable for all ages and abilities.

Fender Blender – Two bike adapted to make fruit smoothies. Suitable for all ages and abilities..

Disability & Fun Bikes – a variety of fun and adaptive bikes. Suitable for all ages and abilities.

Bikeability Taster Sessions – Level 1 - 45 minute taster sessions aimed at skilling up young people to ride safely, certificates & bikes provided.

A number of other activities are currently being considered but are subject to securing funding. 

Obstacle Course – mobile equipment with humps, bumps and ladders to develop cycling skills and encourage safe cycling.

Pedal Powered Scalextric – Scalextric track powered by fixed cycles. Suitable for all ages and abilities.

Pedal Powered Velodrome – A fixed pedal power activity, where cyclists generate the power to race around the interactive velodrome. LED lights follow the progress of the racers. Suitable for all ages and abilities.

Mega Bikes – A collection of multi seater bikes (5 to 7 seats) driven by a trained leader but where everyone contributes to speed

Disability Roadshow – A selection of bikes includes recumbents, trikes, tandems, wheelchair combos, hand cycles, electric pedal assist, trike and steer from the rear tandems.

Fools Rushing In – French theme unicycle circus with audience participation

The event is also inviting voluntary groups, statutory services and charity organisations to take advantage of stalls / stands (free gazebos, tables & chairs provided by Parks & Landscapes) to promote, improve and encourage:-
