Who?
We are a team of qualified teachers and experienced support staff who specialise in working with children and young people with Special Educational Needs

Why?
To offer education for children who are new to Bradford with Special Educational Needs whilst the Local Authority SEN Team consult with SEN education provisions.

What?
For the majority of children & young people they will access:
· Small group education at our centre at Owlet Road in Shipley with experienced, qualified teachers & support staff
· 25 hours education including core and non core curriculum areas
· 
For those children & young people with complex Social, Emotional & Mental Health (SEMH) needs:
· Bespoke home/online/other venue education package with an experienced qualified teacher

How?
· SEN Team (with authorisation from SEN Manager) to complete an S19 Referral Form (found at the below link) and send to hannah.whittaker@bradford.gov.uk 
· Service Manager, in liaison with Strategic Manager, to agree referral
· S19 Teacher in Charge will conduct due diligence and, in liaison with Service Manager, agree or decline the referral
· S19 Teacher in Charge, in liaison with Service Manager, to agree pathway

Our team work with children & young people to ensure that there is a continuity of education whilst they are awaiting a permanent school provision. We work closely with families, schools and other teams at Bradford Local Authority to transition the children & young people to their school as soon as possible.
