Emergency Evacuation Strategies
A prominent notice is displayed for persons entering the premises to declare if they require assistance. The notice reads: 

“We operate a system of assisted evacuation for disabled persons and others who may need help in an emergency. Please speak to our reception staff and we will provide you with a suitable strategy.

We have trained members of staff who are able to assist you if it is necessary to evacuate.  These staff will be constantly aware of your location in the premises, as they are with other persons.  In the event of an emergency, we want to ensure that we provide you with assistance in the most appropriate way for you.

Staff will ensure that children in their care are evacuated safely. You must follow instructions given by staff for your own safe evacuation.”

(This wording is also repeated in the School’s ‘Visitor’s Card’)
If a visitor asks for assistance they should be offered an evacuation strategy as follows:

A – mobility / dexterity problems

B – visual impairment

C – hearing impairment

D – cognitive / learning / mental / orientation difficulties 

Emergency Evacuation Strategy A

All parts of the School are accessible on the level, as are the normal evacuation routes.  However, alternate exits from the Main Hall / …… building may necessitate use of steps/stairs.

Our fire alarm is a continuously / intermittently sounding bell / siren and may be accompanied by a PA announcement.
The activity organiser or their nominated person will brief you on routes for evacuation on the level.

The activity organiser will nominate someone to assist/accompany you in the event of evacuation if necessary.

If you have difficulty opening our fire doors assistance will be provided.

If you are in the Main Hall / …… building, and the normal evacuation route is not available you will need to use the alternate exit. If you cannot negotiate the steps unaided, you should make your way to the outside landing / stairwell refuge area and assistance will be provided to help you:

· Make your own way down the stairs slowly

· Move down the steps on your bottom

· Travel down the steps in your own chair

· Walk down the stairs using handrails

or carry you down the stairs (using an Evac+Chair)
Please advise your host which of the above options you would prefer
Emergency Evacuation Strategy B
(this may need to be read out)
All parts of the School are accessible on the level, as are the normal evacuation routes.  However, alternate exits from the Main Hall / …… building may necessitate use of steps/stairs.

Our fire alarm is a continuously / intermittently sounding bell / siren and may be accompanied by a PA announcement.

The activity organiser or their nominated person will assist with your orientation and brief you on normal and alternate emergency exit routes and any visual or tactile aids provided.

The activity organiser will nominate someone to assist/accompany you in the event of evacuation if required.

If you have difficulty opening our fire doors assistance will be provided.

If you are in the Main Hall / …… building, and your normal evacuation route is not available you will need to use the alternate exit. If you cannot negotiate the steps unaided, you should make your way to the outside landing / stairwell refuge and assistance will be provided to help you:

· Make your own way down the stairs slowly

· Walk down the stairs using handrails

A large print version of the ‘Visitor’s card’ can be provided if necessary (this may need to be read out).

Please ask if you need extra assistance with your dog.

Emergency Evacuation Strategy C

The activity organiser or their nominated person will assist with your orientation and brief you on normal and alternate emergency routes.

The activity organiser will nominate someone to assist/accompany you in the event of evacuation if required.

Our normal fire alarm is a continuously / intermittently sounding bell / siren and may be accompanied by a PA announcement.

The School has provided an alternate fire alarm warning system  - vibrating pager / flashing lights in hall / toilet cubicles (delete as necessary).

Fire wardens will be advised of your presence and check to ensure that you have evacuated the building in an emergency. 

Emergency Evacuation Strategy D
(this may need to be read out)
All parts of the School are accessible on the level, as are the normal evacuation routes.  However, alternate exits from the Main Hall / …… building may necessitate use of steps/stairs.

Our fire alarm is a continuously / intermittently sounding bell / siren and may be accompanied by a PA announcement.

The activity organiser or their nominated person will assist with your orientation and brief you on normal and alternate emergency exit routes.

The activity organiser will nominate someone to assist/accompany you in the event of evacuation if required.

If you have difficulty opening our fire doors assistance will be provided.

If you are in the Main Hall / …… building, and your normal evacuation route is not available you will need to use the alternate exit. If you cannot negotiate the steps unaided, you should make your way to the outside landing / stairwell refuge and assistance will be provided to help you:

· Make your own way down the stairs slowly

· Walk down the stairs using handrails

A large print version of the ‘Visitor’s card’ can be provided if necessary (this may need to be read out).

Schools with more than one floor:


There is one/more upper floor(s) accessible by lift. As this lift is not fire protected, evacuation necessitates use of stairs.
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
