Recalling Information
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Why do the students need help to recall information?
· Poor organisation is a difficulty for all those with autism. They will find it hard to filter out what are the important key events and what can be disregarded. They may not understand why they need to tell you about an event in the past. 
· Without visual support in the form of pictures, lists, calendars, diaries etc, they may struggle to organise and recall memories and key facts within lessons or from lesson to lesson. 

How to use
· To develop a student’s vocabulary and help them see how words might link together use vocabulary maps e.g. spidergrammes or attribute webs such as the one shown on the left which explore attributes associated with words, a multiple meaning tree explains words that have the same meaning, or venn diagrams sort information that can fall into more than one category.
· In order to help students link ideas together and make connections between learning mind maps can be a useful tool because they provide a visual picture of these connections.

· Word maps can be a useful way of helping a student to learn a new word or to understand vocabulary that they may find difficult to comprehend.
· To recall what students have done out of school or from a school visit. A simple, sequential, diary with photos of what they have done including other visual material such as brochures, menus or tickets can prompt students to remember what they have done.
