The above pupil has a hearing loss and wears hearing aids.
Classroom Management Strategies 

· They need to sit towards the front of the class as hearing aids are only effective within 2 metres of the speaker.

· Keep spoken input brief: it is tiring to concentrate on listening and lip-reading for long periods.
· Try to ensure that the class are quiet before speaking.
· If another pupil makes a contribution to a class discussion it is a good idea for the teacher to repeat/rephrase what has been said.

· Outline the content of the lesson at the beginning.
· Recap the main points of the lesson at the end.
· Write key words / ideas on the blackboard.
· Use handouts and visual aids whenever possible.
· Check they have understood the work. Use open questions.

LIPREADING

· Stand where pupils can see your face when you address the class/group.  Ensure that light falls on your face.  Don’t stand in front of a window with the light behind you.

· Only talk when you are facing the class. 

· Try to stand still when talking.  

· Speak clearly and naturally.  Don’t over-exaggerate your lip patterns or speak too slowly.
· Make full use of natural gesture and facial expression.
If you have concerns that this pupil’s hearing loss is affecting their access to the curriculum please speak to your SENCO.
