	Section 4: Progress

Approaches to Learning
X is still working well below age related expectations across the curriculum. His skills are not consistent and are very mood dependent. The biggest barrier to developing X’s early literacy and numeracy skills is his behaviour. 
X has made expected progress in reading. Over the past 12 months, X has become much more interested in books and on occasion will now voluntarily choose to ‘read’, however he struggles to predict what will happen in a repetitive story and won’t engage in a text frequently enough so that he can begin to recognise when a story is altered. At the end of Year 1, X was just working at P6 and by the end of Year 2 he was demonstrating secure P6 reading skills. Looking at his end of Y2 levels and where he is working now, X should make progress along the 75th percentile of the CASPA graph through Key Stage 2. This will mean that he will be on track to achieve a 1a in reading by the end of Key Stage 2 (which is the target outlined in his Statement of Special Educational Needs). He has the potential to make better than expected progress in reading but he can be very difficult to engage in learning and can become extremely disruptive. Therefore, it can be difficult to develop the specific skills X needs to make accelerated progress through the p-scales. However, even with this taken into consideration, he should still reach a 1a in reading by the end of Key Stage 2. 
X has made expected progress in writing. During the past 12 months, X has learnt how to correctly orientate most letters and he is persisting with trying to keep his pencil on the paper to complete his letters, even though his bilateral hypermobility in his thumbs make it very difficult for him to use an appropriate grip on a writing implement or see what he is recording. X rarely chooses to write independently and he is being encouraged to write for a variety of reasons so that he sees the relevance of being able to communicate through writing. At the end of Year 1, X was working at a P4 in writing and at P5 at the end of Year 2. He is beginning to show elements of P6 in writing and is making expected progress along the 50th percentile of the CASPA graph. 
X has made expected progress in mathematics. During the past 12 months, X has learnt to rote count well and can match numerals to quantities up to 10. He can compare 2 sets of counters up to 5 and identify the smaller and larger group. He is still struggling to understand the concept of ‘1 more’ and ‘1 less’ and gets confused when asked ‘How many?’ questions if a counter is added/removed to a set of up to 5 counters. At the end of Year 1, X was just working at P6 and by the end of Year 2 he was demonstrating secure P6 and some P7 mathematics skills. Looking at his end of Y2 levels and where he is working now, X should make progress at least along the 75th percentile of the CASPA graph through Key Stage 2. This will mean that he will be on track to achieve a 1a in mathematics by the end of Key Stage 2 (which is the target outlined in his Statement of Special Educational Needs). 
During the last 12 months, X’s concentration has improved. At the beginning of Year 2, he worked towards completing 10 minutes of independent work so that he could complete a reward activity. He wanted to hold the timer so that he knew when he had worked for 10 minutes and the majority of his school day was broken down in this way (short bursts of work followed by a reward activity of his choice). Early during the Spring Term in Year 2, this system was revised because X could complete a directed task for up to 30 minutes and he rarely looked at his timer. He did however still need a very high level of adult support to remain on task and could become volatile if he didn’t want to work. Due to the fact that X’s concentration and attention levels did improve significantly during Year 2 and have remained fairly consistent in Year 3, he is currently working towards a new system where he will have to work on a variety of tasks throughout a lesson and will then collect ‘reward time’ at the end of the day if he has worked successfully. 

	Communication

It has been noticeable during the past 12 months how X’s manners have improved and how polite he can now be during dialogue. His attention when listening to adult instructions has also improved but this is not consistent and when he is losing his temper, he still finds it very hard to listen to the person attempting to calm him down. When an adult checks, X usually understands what is being asked of him but can choose to ignore instructions. 

	Personal, Social and Emotional

X’s ‘acting out’ behaviour is still significant. He can be extremely volatile and hit out at adults and his peers. His reactions can be extreme, for example he recently threw a chair down a stairwell in school because he was unhappy he had been asked to do something. His foster carers have a strong relationship with school and warn school if he has been difficult at home. X’s behaviour appears to have annual patterns and he is always particularly difficult around Christmas time. This period can last for a number of months and then he seems happier in himself again. Even though X’s behaviour can still be extremely challenging, his behaviour overall has improved during the past 12 months. He can now play football alongside his peers and for the majority of time, can do so without losing his temper. However he still needs close adult supervision because he can become aggressive, particularly if decisions don’t go his way. 

	Physical, Sensory and Medical
During the past 12 months, X has made some fine motor skills development. His letter formation has improved and he makes adaptions as necessary to try and overcome the difficulties he has due to the lateral hypermobility in his thumbs. The hospital told X’s carer that there was little they could do to help him and that corrective surgery wasn’t appropriate.

	Academic

Target 1

To be demonstrating at least P8 (APS 6) reading skills by November 2013
Actions
1:1 support for all English lessons/ reading activities
A time when X is likely to become disruptive is during the ‘input’ to an English lesson. Therefore, he will complete the work linked to his IEP targets during the first 15 minutes of each English lesson and will then go into class to complete ‘class work’ differentiated to a level that he can access. 

Therefore, a balance of the below activities (all 1:1) will be completed within a two week cycle during the 15 minute input to each lesson: 1:1 reading, precision teaching for ‘first 45 words’ and choosing texts to share with an adult (discussing pictures, pointing to words in text when adult is reading etc.)

1 x 30 minute session of small group phonics based work (with 1:1 support) per week 

Target 2

To be demonstrating at least P6  (APS 4) writing skills by November 2013
Actions
1:1 support for all English lessons/ writing activities
A time when X is likely to become disruptive is during the ‘input’ to an English lesson. Therefore, he will complete the work linked to his IEP targets during the first 15 minutes of each morning lesson and will then go into class to complete ‘class work’ differentiated to a level that he can access. 

Therefore, a balance of the below activities (and others listed) will be completed within a two week cycle during the 15 minute input to each lesson: letter formation, use of ‘Rainbow Letters’, tracing in sand, overwriting and then writing underneath.

Key words/ phrases (dictated by X) added to work he produces. X to independently write taught high frequency words and CVC words and then overwrite trickier words. 1:1 support for all writing activities. 

Target 3

To be demonstrating at least P8 (APS 6) numeracy skills by November 2013 
Actions

1:1 support for all Mathematics lessons
Focused number work (linked to IEP targets) completed daily during input to whole class number lessons. 

Tasks for the day to be made multi-sensory, hands-on and involve ‘over-learning’.

Target 4

To improve X’s concentration and attention when completing adult directed tasks so that he follows at least 50% of adult instructions on the first or second time of telling by November 2013
Actions
1:1 support throughout the school day, including lunchtimes

‘Told you once strategy’ (which is used at home) reinforced at school

1 x 30 minute session of small group listening skills work with Mr E per week

1 x 30 minute session with Mrs I per week to support behavior in school

In consultation with X’s carer, a new behaviour management program is to be launched after October half term.  There will be a specific number of opportunities for X to collect ‘time’ during the school day so that if he achieves a specific number of tokens he gets to choose an activity to complete at the end of the day. Reward activities to be selected by X.

Communication

To support X in understanding the role of ‘speaker’ and ‘listener’ in a conversation so that there is a reduction in the number of times an adult needs to stop him from interrupting when somebody is speaking

To reduce the number of adult prompts needed not to be ‘lazy’ with his articulation when speaking

1:1 support throughout the school day, including lunchtimes

1 x 30 minute session of small group listening skills work with Mr E per week

Consistent praise when X shows good listening skills and waits to speak.

Adult modeling of speech and X encouraged to watch facial expressions when he is unable to clearly articulate a particular word

27.5 hours of 1:1 support per week, including 1:1 support in all Literacy and Numeracy sessions. Work is tailored to meet X’s individual needs, as highlighted by the small steps outlined in B-Squared. The impact of this support is evident on a daily basis. X needs 1:1 support to keep him on task and highly differentiated work to develop early Literacy and Numeracy skills. Activities such as rainbow letters, tracing in sand and very practical mathematics involving a range of apparatus are all built into X’s provision. These types of activities would normally be used with much younger children but need to be built into X’s provision to support his academic development. X also has 1:1 support to access all other areas of the curriculum. Without this, he would struggle to complete work differentiated to a level he can access. The high level of 1:1 support he receives also means that if his behaviour is unmanageable and he is preventing his peers from learning, he can be taken to work 1:1 on whatever the topic is for the lesson. As highlighted by X’s attainment, he is making progress through the p-scales and this would be very difficult to achieve without this very high level of 1:1 support. 

X needs constant behaviour, emotional and social support from a consistent adult at school. Without this, he would pose a greater risk to himself and his peers. X has built a positive relationship with his Support Assistant (Mr E) and even though at times X can be aggressive and hurtful towards him, he does respond well to having a close relationship with an adult in school. Mr E has worked hard to try and understand X and his foster carers report that at home, X can speak about Mr E in a way that shows he respects him. Mr E also monitors X at play and lunchtimes and intervenes if X needs support managing his emotions or if X becomes aggressive. X has also receives 1 x 30 minute session of 1:1 support from the Learning Mentor in school per week to help control his emotions. 

X has 1:1 support in all PE lessons to ensure that he is safe and able to access the provision. Without this support, X would be at risk of hurting himself and/or his peers.
