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Transport and Travel
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Why support is needed
· Pupils with autism are very vulnerable and when out in the community need support to understand who they can and should not trust
· A poor understanding of cause and effect puts them at greater risk of road accidents etc.

· They need to be aware of appropriate travel behaviour and routines.
· A plan needs to be in place to help them deal with the ‘What to do when…’ situation so students can cope with things changing or going wrong.
What to do.
· Social stories and social skills work can be used with students to explain who it is safe to talk to/ask for help. 
· Role play and practice journeys with visual structure as prompts if necessary. Most students will require supervision at the beginning and end of the journey.
· Additional work on road safety skills. 
· Social skills work  on the correct ways to behave and scripts on what to say in travel situations
· Social skills work on problem solving social situations such as if the bus does arrive, loss of bus pass or money.
Where next?
· Once the travel confidence has been established consider which support it is safe to fade to promote further independence.
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
