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Instructions:

· Cut out the word tiles, place them face down on the table

· Ask your child to choose a word – can they read it? 

· If they can read the word independently, place it in the treasure chest.

· Count how many words they have read each day.

· Make a note of the number of treasure pieces they can read each, can they increase the number they can read by at least 1 a day?
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
